ACCOMMODATION:

e For the camp at Srinagar, the outstation players and Members of the Support
Staff will be accommodated in Hotel Chinar Inn, Srinagar,
TRANSPORTATION:

e Players from Kashmir attending the camp in Jammu will travel to Jammu in JKCA
bus on 24t June 2025. The same bus will then transport the Jammu-based
players to Srinagar for bowling camp on 25t June, 2025.

e During the camp at Katra, local (Jammu-based) players will commute daily
between Jammu and Katra under the arrangements of JKCA Office, Jammu. JKCA
bus will be used for transporting players between the hotel and the ground in
Srinagar.
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e Upon conclusion of the Katra camp, players will travel to Srinagar in the JKCA
bus on 06t July. The same bus will transport Jammu based players attending the
camp at Srinagar on 07t July.
